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This discipline plan is designed to ensure a pleasant working atmosphere conducive to learning for all children.

              Students are expected to:
· Allow every child the opportunity to learn by not disrupting others.
· Follow all directions when given.
· Be prepared for class with materials and supplies each day.
· Complete and turn in all work as instructed.
· Show respect to all adults and children.

Students who do not abide by these expectations will be given a verbal or non-verbal warning first. If behavior does not improve, the student will then receive a signature on their behavior folder. 
1. Verbal/Non-verbal warning
2. Signature on citizenship record
3. Phone call home for the 2nd behavior related signature of the day.
4. Office referral for the 3rd behavior related signature of the day. 

The citizenship grade on the report card will be determined by the number of times the student has his/her behavior record signed. Additionally, if a student receives an office referral, a conduct grade of unsatisfactory is given for that six week grading period.

Any student who receives three or more behavior signatures in one day will earn an office referral. If a student receives 1 office referral during the given six-week grading period, s/he will not earn the “good citizenship incentive” for that six-week grading period. 

Each student’s citizenship record should remain with the students at all times. If a student loses his/her citizenship record, it is an automatic “U” on the report card and will disqualify the student from the reward for that six-week grading period.
